ANNUAL REPORT MAY 2010

COUNCIL
Cllr Stefan Szoka was re -elected as Chairman at the AGM.  Cllr John Mayne was re-appointed as Vice Chairman.

Four Councillors resigned in the last year and elections were held.  

Cllrs R. Benney [Park Bottom Ward], Cllr D. Davies [Tehidy Ward] and Cllr K Shehan were all elected to Council in July 2009. Cllr Shehan resigned in October and Cllr Terry Wilkins was elected in January 2010.  Cllr L Bray was then disqualified for non-attendance in April creating a Casual Vacancy in the Illogan Ward. Another election has been called.

Remembrance - The Chairman attended and laid wreaths at both the Carn Brea memorial and Illogan War Memorial.  A wreath was laid on behalf of the Council at the Battle of Britain service in September.

Badge of Office - A new pendant, bearing the Councils Insignia, 
has been purchased to match the Chairman’s Chain of Office. 

COUNCIL WEBSITE - The Council website is now up and running. www.illoganparishcouncil.gov.uk.
ILLOGAN PARISH REVIEW - The first edition published by the Council was edited by Cllr Duncan Davies, and hand delivered by Mr David Heyes to every household in the Parish and has been very well received.
PARISH OFFICE – A search for a suitable Parish Office is ongoing.

RAY UREN ANNUAL AWARD - This is an award given in memory of the late Ray Uren, Nominations have been received. The award will be presented later on in the year.

PLANNING - Cllr Mayne was elected Planning Chairman, Vice Chairman Cllr Ms Dunstan 43 Planning applications were dealt with this year. 

THE PARISH PLAN - To attract funding and grant aid it was agreed to prepare a Parish Plan, with all the parishioners being surveyed as to how they perceive the needs of the Parish for the next 5 to 15 years.
A Steering group was formed, chaired by Cllr David Ekinsmyth and has been greatly supported by a group of parishioners.  Mr Steve Turner has been employed to produce the Illogan Parish Plan, 

There was a very good response to the surveys with 454 returned.  

Steve Turner is now producing the working documents to take forward to the public consultation. This follows the detailed preparatory work done by the Steering Group.  The public consultations are to be held in July and will be in all the three wards.  It is the intention to borrow the mobile display vehicle from Cornwall Council to make this easier. The Plan is to be published later in the year.
A vote of thanks from the Parish Council must go to all the Councillors and the parishioners alike for their hard work, and also to the Regeneration Officers Amanda Leonard and Rachel Osborne. 

TRAINING - 8 Members attended a training course dealing with the new Standing Orders
FINANCE - A precept of £105,000 was received from Kerrier District Council for the financial year 2009/10

At the Annual Finance Meeting in December 2010 a precept was set at £106,240, for the financial year 2010/11.

AMENITIES 

MANINGHAM WOOD –
The management of the woods have been generally taken over by’ Friends of Maningham Wood'.  FOMW meet on a monthly basis and report back to the Council. The flooding problem on the path from the wood to the Church has been addressed. A tree survey has been carried out and the work will commence shortly.

MARY’S WELL, PARSONAGE WELL and WOODBINE LANE - all continue to be maintained by the Council.

TEHIDY PARK

More replacement fruit trees have also been funded by the Council and planted at the orchard by Mr Andrew Tompsett and helpers.

ALLOTMENTS

There is still an ongoing search for suitable land.

BUS SHELTERS - The Council have installed 3 more shelters at Bridge Road, the entrance to Sunnyside Parc and at Park Bottom [Trevelyan Road] this makes a total of 11 shelters in Illogan Parish. 2 more shelter are to be installed by Cornwall Council on the new road to be constructed at the Tolvaddon Business & Energy Park; these will then be cleaned and maintained by Illogan Parish Council.

ROSEMULLION GARDENS PROJECT – The Council has grant aided £2261to this £140,000 project which has attracted grants from several other bodies.  The three year project which will see Rosemullion Garden transformed into a fantastic community space. The work is due to commence in June. The area will be transformed from a windy, featureless space into a beautiful and unique landmark for the whole community to enjoy.  As well as traditional play equipment there will be arts installations designed by local children and an array of planting which will make it a pleasant place for all generations to enjoy.  Illogan PC have agreed to be involved in the day to day management alongside Cornwall Council and Tolvaddon Regeneration Group.

TOLVADDON - THE GREEN RIPPLE PROJECT - The overall objective is to demonstrate ways of reducing individual household and small business energy consumption and save on energy bills. The Green Ripple Project is not just about energy efficiency in the home. It will also look at ways of reducing the community’s carbon footprint. This will include the use of electric vehicles, possibly an electric community minibus, cycle routes and sustainable transport.

 
 A small action group has been formed from individuals most closely associated with the successful bid of £265000. This purpose of this group is to ensure the necessary actions are taken to ensure the project meets its objectives in the time scale allowed. It comprises Nigel Sowden & Verena Stubbs (Illogan Regeneration Group/Transition), Peter Rugg & Amanda Leonard (Cornwall Council), Mathew Trevaskis (electric car project) and Cllr Ekinsmyth representing the link between this project and the Parish Plan. This group meet weekly in order to do its work. The actual project management team has still to be agreed. These groups will be underpinned by a representative community group, largely coming from Tolvaddon in the first instance.

A part-time administrator has been appointed to the project. It is planned to move ahead with those things incur a time lag and need rapid ordering (such as the electric vehicle).  The local shop will be a major part of the project and discussions with the owners are under way.

ILLOGAN CHRISTMAS LIGHTS – A group of dedicated parishioners have formed a committee and raised the funding with some grant aid from the Parish Council and last December erected a Christmas Tree outside the Robartes Arms. Illogan School paraded, with lanterns that they had made, from the school to the pub, where there was carol singing led by the combined choirs from St Illogan Church and Paynters Lane End Chapel.

Father Christmas put in appearance in a ‘snow storm’.  The event was very well attended and indeed blocked the road for some time. It is planned to put on a bigger and better display this year.

FOOTPATHS & RIGHTS OF WAY
Under the Cornwall Council’s Local Partnership Scheme, all footpaths have been cut and maintained this year most paths have had two cuts. This has been well received by many residents in the Parish. 

YOUTH IN ILLOGAN– The Room

Illogan Parish Council is a committed to keep the Youth Club ['The Room'] open for the youth of Illogan to keep the young people off the streets. In the light of the policy the Council has resolved to underwrite the rental of the room in the Village Hall for £37 per week from the 1st September 2007 and to fund the Young People Cornwall' Youth Workers  However Young People Cornwall has secured some funding for the project until last April. A Junior Youth Group has been set up for the over 7’s.  This is run by 2 local mums & helpers.
CONTRACTORS

Mr Peter Wing retired from post in May 09.  Mr David Heyes is now the contractor for litter picking and responsible for the care and cleaning all the bus shelters in the Parish.  Mr Ernie Sampson the Council’s Contractor for the cutting of cut footpaths and keeps the Open Spaces tidy.  Illogan Parish thanks them for providing a sterling service.
