Cllr David Ekinsmyth was elected as Chairman with Cllr Roger Benney as Vice Chairman.
ILLOGAN PARISH REVIEW – Cllr Benney is now the editor.  The Christmas and Spring edition were printed in colour and have been well received by the parishioners.

PARISH OFFICE – since the inception of the Council it has been expected that our administrative activities be carried out from the home of the Clerk, but this has become increasingly untenable due to increased workload, extra staff and the need for others to access the records. It is also important that the public have a common point of contact.

The Council decided to seek suitable premises to house a parish office and decided to build an extension to the Village Hall. This having the advantage of enabling the Council and Village Hall Management Committee to work together to enhance the whole facility.

It is hoped that the work will be completed to enable the facility to be in use before the end of the year.
RAY UREN ANNUAL AWARD - This is an award given in memory of the late Ray Uren, Nominations have been received. The award will be presented later on in the year.

PLANNING - Cllr Mayne was elected Planning Chairman, Vice Chairman Cllr Benney.  42 planning applications were dealt with this year. 

THE PARISH PLAN – After two years of work and much public consultation the plan is ready for final drafting and publication.

Although the plan has been a long time in preparation it is important that it does reflect the aspirations of everyone in the parish, and as the plan has developed the wider world has changed around us.

After publication the council will get on with the job of making the plan a reality.

FINANCE - A precept of £105,000 was received from Kerrier District Council for the financial year 2009/10

AMENITIES 

MANINGHAM WOOD –

The management of the woods have been generally taken over by’ Friends of Maningham Wood'.  FOMW meet on a monthly basis and report back to the Council. They also run events in the woodland on a regular basis

MARY’S WELL, PARSONAGE WELL and WOODBINE LANE - all continue to be maintained by the Council.

ALLOTMENTS - There is still an ongoing search for suitable land.

BUS SHELTERS - The Council own 11 bus shelters which are cleaned and  maintained monthly.

ROSEMULLION GARDENS PROJECT – The project was completed late last year and the site is now maintained by this Council, Cornwall Council and BTCV

TOLVADDON - THE GREEN RIPPLE PROJECT – As a follow on to the Rosemullion Gardens project funding has now been received to develop this project that develops opportunities for sustainable living, commencing in the Tolvaddon area.

The project will enable involved residents to consider and effect ways reducing energy costs but in an environmentally friendly way.

It is hoped that further funding will become available to widen the scope of the project 

ILLOGAN CHRISTMAS LIGHTS – Another successful year which saw us installing and illuminating two Christmas tree's, one at the Robartes Arms and the other at the New Inn at Park Bottom. Illogan School gave us another amazing lantern parade and choir. FOOTPATHS & RIGHTS OF WAY

Under the Cornwall Council’s Local Partnership Scheme, all footpaths have been cut and maintained this year most paths have had two cuts. This has been well received by many residents in the Parish. 

YOUTH IN ILLOGAN– The Room

Illogan Parish Council is a committed to keep the Youth Club ['The Room'] open for the youth of Illogan to keep the young people off the streets. In the light of the policy the Council continues to pay the rental of the room in the Village Hall and to fund the Young People Cornwall' Youth Workers.  A Junior Youth Group has been set up for the over 7’s and is run by 2 local mums & helpers.

CONTRACTORS

Mr David Heyes is now the contractor for litter picking and responsible for the care and cleaning all the bus shelters in the Parish.  Mr Ernie Sampson the Council’s Contractor for the cutting of cut footpaths and keeps the Open Spaces tidy.  Illogan Parish thanks them for providing a sterling service.
