Cllr Ford spoke on his motion- 

1. Road safety and traffic control in Park Bottom and Illogan Wards.

This Assembly requests the Parish Council and Cornwall Councillor to urge Cornwall Council as a matter of urgency to extend the area of maximum speed limit along the road beyond the ending of the 30 mph sign at Rosenannon Lane as far as the parish boundary at Penstraze and that the stretch in question be regulated at 40 mph.
Cllr Wilkins, as a Cornwall Councillor, offered to take up this matter with the Highways Department of Cornwall Council.

Some discussion arose about volunteers for speed camera duty. 

It was proposed by Cllr Ford, seconded Cllr Bentley

Resolved that the appropriate action should be taken. 

2. The bus services number 540 and 543.

2.1 This Assembly records formally the wide dissatisfaction of residents and passengers at the changes made with the introduction of the revised bus services. In particular, it notes the loss of all services to Lower Broad Lane  and Clifton Road and the attendant consistently bad time keeping of departures and arrivals of 543 at Park Bottom. 

2.2 Although the area concerned is part of an adjacent C.P, it also deprecates the attendant loss of all services to, through and from the Treloweth estate. 

2.3 This Assembly regrets that, after the confusion and subsequent correspondence last Spring (2010) with the Cornwall Council,  no consultation as to the routes and timings was made by the Principal Council with the Local Council in an effort to avoid either further discourtesy or yet more repeated and lamentable failure.

2.4 This Assembly, additionally, regrets the continued refusal of Western Greyhound to issue printed tickets to Concessionary Card holders with the resultant loss of proof of the erratic timings and routes followed by the buses.
Cllr Ford proposed, seconded by T Wilkins and carried unanimously
Resolved to pass this issue to both Passenger Services, Cornwall Council and to Western Greyhound.
