FUTURE MANAGEMENT OF MANINGHAM WOODS

Standing Orders were suspended to allow the FOMW to take part in the discussion. Andrew Tompsett spoke on the role of the FOMW and brought to the attention of Members the several awards that FOMW had achieved in the past few years.  He then went on to explain and help to define the roles of the Council and FOMW.

A discussion document [attached to the minute] compiled by FOMW was discussed in length.

Several points were raised for action from the Council including:

a. Insurances

b. The encroachment of the new build at Alexandra Road 

c. Bramble clearance – a detailed plan was produced

d. Seating for the wood and path

e. Litter clearance – it appears that there is voluntary litter picking done by the public. 

f. Weeding around the Platt and the setts.

g. Dog control – The Council has agreed for signs to be purchased. Nola O’Donnell will design an appropriate sign

h. Paths to be cleared of fallen leaves on a fortnightly basis

i. Six monthly meetings between the FOMW and the Council

j. Anti social behavior

Ms O’Donnell spoke on the Management Plan set up in 2004 and spoke on the volunteer time to date the asset being £3500.

Alison Forward was thanked for her excellent voluntary work organizing events etc. She was also responsible for seeking funding for the group.

Glebe Field – Andrew Tompsett brought to the attention of Members the fact that the Glebe Field at some point was to be sold for housing.  He has suggested to the Church that there should be a green corridor between the Maningham path and the proposed housing complex.

Standing Orders were re-instated.

It was proposed Cllr Holmes and seconded Cllr Cadby and

Resolved to recommend the following: That

a. Insurances for FOMW to continue being paid for by the Council
b. The encroachment of the new build at Alexandra Road- Steps to be taken to ensure that the boundary is secured between the Wood and the property, and that Ms O’Donnell and the Clerk look into the matter as to who is the owner of the property and make them aware of the situation.  

c. Bramble clearance – To be cleared by the Council contractor

d. Seating for the wood and path

e. Litter clearance – to be undertaken twice a week

f. Weeding around the Platt and the setts – To be cleared by the Council contractor.

g. Dog control – The Council has agreed for signs to be purchased. Nola O’Donnell will design an appropriate sign

h. Paths to be cleared of fallen leaves on a fortnightly basis

i. Six monthly meetings between the FOMW and the Council

j. Anti social behavior – To continue the Council’s policy for Anti social behavior in reporting all incidents to the police.
FOMW members now left the meeting.
