ANNUAL FINANCE REPORT & BUDGET
The Chairman introduced the Annual Finance report. Mr White explained the budget papers and the accounts to date.

The Clerk reported that  maybe an extra £1000 be added to litter control to reflect the extra duties of the Litter Contractor.

Discussion arose over amendments to the proposed budget as agreed at the Finance meeting. Mr White explained that at the moment Town and Parish Councils were not capped, but this might change in the future.  Some Members were minded to reduce the precept from last year, but others had looked at the budget with a mind to keep the precept within Band D at £56.43.

It was therefore proposed that an amendment by Cllr Ford, seconded Cllr Holmes that an extra £1000 be added to litter control, and extra £5000 to fund a Parish Office and £640 to Bus Shelter maintenance.

A vote was taken of 7 for the amendment and 2 against.  This then became the substantive motion.
