TO RECEIVE REPORTS
a) Police.
Councillor Wilkins read out a written report to members, 10 crimes this month and 43 calls for police assistance.
b) Clerk to the Council.
Nothing to report.
c) Parish Plan
23rd March will be the final Parish Plan Steering Group meeting; all Councillors are invited, before it goes to the final public meeting. Publication is scheduled for May/June.
d) Green Ripple.
The chairman reported this is about to go door to door in Tolvaddon to hopefully involve residents.
e) Representatives to Outside Bodies.

Councillor Ford reported at the CALC conference it was stated there would be even more changes in the forthcoming year. Need to be on the alert for environmental crime (dog fouling, fly-tipping & cars illegally parking), members of this Council would need to be trained to a certain level before enforcement can take place.

Councillor Ms Cadby has resigned from Manningham Wood Committee due to personal reasons, request member to replace, Councillor Bentley volunteered.
Councillor Ekinsmyth has resigned from the Village Hall Management Committee, due to a potential conflict of interest with the Parish Office, request replacement that is not on the Parish Office Committee, Councillor Ms Cadby volunteered.
Query whether Parish Council should have a representative on the Well-being Committee; it was felt this must be instigated by them.
f) Cornwall Councillor
Nothing to report this month.

TO RECEIVE A REPORT ON THE PROGRESS TOWARDS THE ACQUISITION OF THE PARISH OFFICE. 
Clerk handed out plans to members and the Chairman explained the differences between the two sets of plans and reasons behind the layout.
He has spoken to CRCC and CALC re legal implications, CALC were very helpful and explained the different routes available to the Parish Council, and grants are available for Community Hubs. Sarah Mason stated the Parish Council could gift the money to the Village Hall Committee to save the Parish Council having to buy the land, which would be costly. The building would then belong to the Village Hall and it was noted the Parish Council are custodial trustees. If this is the route which is taken then all tendering would be down to the Village Hall Committee and the VAT element would not be able to be reclaimed via Parish Council.
Architect feels occupation could take place by the end September, if build commences in June.
Recommendations for consideration:
a)  That the Parish Council resolve to move ahead with arrangements to
     build the parish office as an extension to Illogan Village Hall.

b) That the Parish Office Committee be asked to bring detailed recommendations and issues to be resolved to next Full Council meeting.

c) Parish Office Committee have the power to draw on the Parish Office budget (amended)
Proposal by Councillor Ford the recommendations are approved as amended, seconded Councillor Wilkins, unanimous.

Advert has been placed in the notice boards and the job centre; numerous responses have been received, short-listing to take place next Tuesday. The chairman read out the short-list criteria for the temporary assistant; short-listing and interview will be carried out by Chairman, Vice- Chairman and clerk. Interviews scheduled for 6th April.

Proposal by Councillor Mayne that the Ray Uren Memorial Award is presented to Mr Dolling for his services to the Community, seconded Councillor Bentley, carried.

Letter received from Tolvaddon Regeneration Group regarding maintenance at Rosemullion Gardens. Members agreed Rosemullion Gardens needed to be maintained and to find out more information on the cost involved.

FC/11/16       TO AGREE CLERK’S TERMS AND CONDITIONS.
To resolve that under the 1960 Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act, the Council resolves to exclude the press and the public due to the confidential nature of the business to be discussed.
Chairman reported the clerk is fit to return to work with support and phased in hours. At present on half contracted monthly hours. He reported there is a need to carry out a time study; he requested members only contact the clerk if the issue is urgent for information to contact him.
Clerk’s terms and conditions were confirmed and it was noted Mrs Ballinger more than adequately fills them. Chairman stated the clerk would need to be bench-marked to National Scale, he feels at present the clerk is set too low, this will need back-dating. 
Clerk thanked the Chairman for all his help over the last few months.
Councillor Ford reminded members that at present the Parish Council is in a state of flux and will need looking at again when extra staff are recruited as the responsibilities could increase.
Clerk stated she still had 1 week’s holiday left from this financial year; a resolution was passed that this could be carried over into the next financial year.
Chairman stated that he was trying to speed up meetings to help the clerk; it is the responsibility of members to find information ready for meetings.
Proposal by Councillor Ford to support in principle the purchase of a projector and give the Chairman and Vice-Chairman delegated powers with consultation with the clerk, seconded Councillor Wilkins, carried.
