Maningham Wood Report

The Clerk had met on site with Friends of Maningham Wood concerning the recently prepared tree survey.  FOMW point out the removal of the ivy, on T1A T2A and T3A, they consider that they would like to supervise the removal using the Parish Contractor.

Two other trees [T4A & T5A] which they consider are shown in the wrong place need 50% not 20% reduction,  the trees being near to properties in Alexandra Road. T6A is fairly near a property and should be reduced by 50%.  Expert advice should also be sought over a large beech tree overhanging Robartes Terrace.  The entrance gates were in need of cleaning and painting
