Councillor Wilkins reported that the Chiverton Cross Roundabout improvements are finished, nearly 1 month early, and he would personally like to see the signage altered to avoid confusion. 
The library service has been tasked to save 1 ½ million pounds, these savings have been made through opening times and no library is to close.

The demand for Homechoice is very high with around 300 applications each week, the average 2 bedroom house is selling for between £75,000-£102,000.

In the Parish, Councillor Wilkins is still working on the dog fouling issues. He has also attended the track at New Portreath road with the Police Officer and 15 young people from Illogan with their BMX’s, he has agreed to fund, through his grant, monies for materials.

A donation of £799 has been received from Illogan Christmas Lights Committee towards Christmas lights on their disbandment.

Councillor Wilkins has also attended the salting course for use of grit bins.

The Chairman reported he had attended the meeting at Pool of the CPRI Network. A discussion took place regarding CPR regeneration, which really has nothing to do with Illogan.

A new plan is being developed with consultation in the next few weeks.
