Police – In the absence of PSO Easter the Chairman read police the report [attached to the minutes]
b.
Clerk to Council – The Clerk spoke to Members concerning the discussion earlier over the debate held in public on the contracts to both herself and the litter contractor. She was concerned that there had been a breach of Standing Orders and the Model Code of Conduct. She reminded Members of the procedure that if there was a concern over her work, that the Chairman should be approached. The proper procedure over other staff and Council contractors was that in the first instance the matter should be reported to the Clerk and not aired at a public meeting.


She also reported the Annual Audit was on 21st May 2010.

Representatives of Outside Bodies

Mineral Tramways Partnership – Cllr Mayne reported that the Committee was to continue.
Friends of Maningham Wood – Cllr Cadby gave her report. The Clerk reported that the date for the next meeting would be at a convenient date sometime in June.  The gates were being cleaned and painted by the contractor. The seats had been ordered.  The boundary wall had not been dealt with and there were no plans received for the Glebe Field.
CALC AGM – Cllr Ekinsmyth had attended and spoke briefly that there had been several workshops including Rural Transport, Cornwall in Bloom, Allotments, Vulnerable People – safe places, NALC New Standing Orders and being a good employer.

Parish Plan – Cllr Ekinsmyth reported that the Steering Group had received the data from the questionnaire and that working groups had been set up to deal with the different sections. He thanked all those that took part in the exercise.  Cllr Holmes complained that he had not received any paperwork on this. It was explained that this was only for the Parish Plan Steering Group but if he would like to take part there would be a meeting on the 24th March.  Cllr Ekinsmyth invited all present to attend and become part of the working group. The next step would be to arrange meetings for public consultation.

Illogan Green Ripple Project – Cllr Ekinsmyth reported that Illogan had been awarded £350k for the project [attached to the minutes].  He reported that the data used for the application was from taken from the feedback on the Parish Plan. The project was about Buildings Energy Efficiency, Sustainable Transport, Local Infrastructure, Education and Awareness Raising and the Tolvaddon area was chosen for this project.
