ADOPTION OF ILLOGAN PARISH PLAN
The Chairman spoke briefly on the Parish Plan and explained about champions of the plan which would be this Parish Council
It was proposed Cllr Holmes, seconded Cllr Szoka

Resolved to approve the draft plan with the amendments, for public consultation.

PARISH POLL CONSULTATION
Cllr Holmes proposed to note it seconded by Cllr Bentley. However Cllr Ford made an amendment and proceeded to speak on the document received from NALC.   He drew Members attention to recommendation from NALC that ‘A poll may be demanded before conclusion of a parish meeting on any question arising at the meeting which are parish affairs; but no poll shall be taken unless the poll is demanded by not less than thirty or one third of the local government electors present at the meeting whichever is the greater’.

This was seconded by Cllr Mayne.

A vote was taken on the amendment of 9 for 1 against and 3 abstentions This then became the substantive motion, a vote was taken of 10 for and 3abstentions. It was therefore Resolved to support the NALC recommendation - A poll may be demanded before conclusion of a parish meeting on any question arising at the meeting which are parish affairs; but no poll shall be taken unless the poll is demanded by not less than thirty or one third of the local government electors present at the meeting whichever is the greater’.

LOCAL COUNCIL REVIEW REPORT
The Clerk reported that the cost of 16 issues per annum is £13.50. This includes LCR Online which can be accessed via an e mail link and 4 quarterly hard copy issues for each subscription.  
Cllr Holmes suggested that the Council subscribes to the LCR for 4 subscriptions. Cllr Ford spoke on the subject that he had privately written to NALC and suggested to delay any decision to the next meeting when he could get all the information to the Clerk. The Chairman’s opinion was that as he had read the correspondence to Cllr Ford, and that it was very much along the lines that the Clerk had reported to the Council.
It was proposed Cllr Holmes, seconded Cllr Mayne. A vote was taken 0f 10for, 1 against and 2 abstentions. It was therefore


Resolved to take out 4 subscriptions to the Local Council Review

OFF STREET PARKING CONSULTATION
Cllr Szoka spoke strongly for free parking.  Cllr Holmes also spoke on free parking and the current fees charged, which in his opinion the car parks in the local towns were now only half full. Cllr Mayne said that car parks belong to the people and that they should now be handed over to the Town Councils. He also spoke on the charging of blue badge holders. 
Cllr Wilkins told the members that the no decision had yet been made and any new proposed charges would not commence until 1st April 2011. The off street parking issue will not be dealt with by Cornwall Council until November.
It was proposed Cllr Szoka, seconded Cllr Holmes

Resolved to reply to CC that 
Illogan Parish Council feels that the car parks are currently under used and therefore this plan will not achieve the economic objective and in that light of this is the plan based on an economic impact assessment?
This Council feels that all strategies should be tried. It is considered that all car parks should be free which will encourage users to use the town facilities rather that the free parking at out of town shops etc. This will enable car parks to be used as a resource to re generate the town centres. All Blue Badge holders should not be charged a car parking fee.
The removal of yellow lines would facilitate more on street parking particularly for business users. Members suggest that it might be advantageous to pass the car parks to the relevant Town and Parish Councils.

CORRESPONDENCE

Correspondence was received from First Bus Company concerning Service 40. Cllr Ford spoke on the letter and that Western Greyhound has won the tender from Cornwall Council and is now taking over Service 40, and gave in his opinion of the background information for the arrangements of services between First and Western Greyhound. Cllr Holmes again re-iterated his recommendation that a letter should go to Western Greyhound inviting them to put up bus time tables along the route on the timetables poles, with the permission of Cornwall Council or in the bus shelters provided by this Council.

URGENT ITEM
The Chairman reported on a matter of some urgency, there had been an incident in Maningham Woods where an ambulance was required to go into the woods to attend to a casualty.  The bollard had to be unlocked and lifted out, because of the weight of the bollard, it needs at least two people this has caused a back injury to a resident who was helping at the scene.  To replace this very heavy bollard with a PU bollards 22kgs is in the region of £200 + installation by our contractor.
