 PURCHASE OF EQUIPMENT

Purchase of suitable equipment to carry out verge strimming and the general maintenance in relationship to Illogan Parish and the Rosemullion Project
The Chairman reported the following:

1. At a recent meeting with the various parties with a commitment to the ongoing management and maintenance of the new Rosemullion Play Park, it became clear that the Council would need to acquire some additional equipment to enable David Heyes to carry out the regular work required. 

2. In addition the Council has recently agreed to cut and manage additional verges on roadsides within the Parish which have hitherto been the responsibility of other authorities.

3. It seems certain that in the future Illogan PC will be picking up additional work of this nature as Cornwall Council disengage from local services in the austerity campaign and public expenditure cuts.

4. In the light of this it was recommended that the Council purchase the equipment listed below to enable us to carry out the work in an immediate and efficient manner, i.e. when we spot work needing to be done we can ‘get on and do it’, immediately without having to employ outside contractors for consolidated periods of time.
