REPORT ON LOW CARBON COMMUNITIES

Cllr Ekinsmyth and Amanda Leonard spoke on the project.  Ms Leonard explained that the project, Low Carbon Challenge - was a Government initiative, with capital infra structure funding for carbon emissions reduction up to £500,000.

The Low Carbon Communities Challenge, a two-year programme to provide financial and advisory support to 20 ‘test-bed’ communities.
She explained that the findings from the Big Energy Shift public dialogue suggest that households could benefit significantly from joined-up ‘packages’ of support, delivered locally in the community, to help them reduce home energy consumption and make deep cuts in their carbon emissions. Such packages could include, for example, smart meters, home energy audits, access to local demonstration homes, leadership from local schools, businesses and public buildings, and more hands-on support navigating advice and determining which energy efficiency measures and renewable technologies are right for them.  
It is believed that this type of integrated approach, involving technological solutions alongside community and household-level behaviour change, and delivered via new collaborations between local public, private and third sector organisations, will be critical to achieving the carbon emission cuts we need.  However, as yet there is no blueprint for effective action or clear sense of how much can be achieved through this route – hence the Challenge, which is designed to test the success of different plans.
The Challenge will allow the experiences of people living and working in communities that take part to be shared publicly, along with the quantitative data on carbon and energy savings. 
Cllr Ekinsmyth reported the following: 
Why Illogan?

· Already well forward with collection of data from the community that demonstrates support for a ‘greener’ parish supported by the evidence from the data from the Parish Plan Questionnaire.

· There is strong support and potential leadership from individuals in the community 

· Interest from Cornwall Council and CPR Regeneration for making the bid based on Tolvaddon and the Technology Park.

· No doubt of the need and potential long term benefits for Tolvaddon.

Advantages
· A key objective of the Parish Plan will be to raise the profile of the Parish. 
· It will bring substantial resources into the Parish and
· Provide a kick start for other project bids
· Give us a basis for community action and development of working partnerships with other significant organisations.
· Demonstrate strength of Parish planning process.
Disadvantages

· Nothing obvious at this stage

· Strong support for the bid 
· Continued support should bid be successful
· It seems to be a win win for us. No initial work, no commitment of resources and therefore nothing to lose.
