AMENITY AREAS

Allotments
The Clerk read the correspondence from CALC concerning the compulsory purchase of suitable land for allotments.  The Parish Council has no power to compulsory purchase land; however the Council may present the case to the District Council requesting them to make the compulsory purchase on their behalf. Having consulted 'Arnold Baker' the compulsory purchase of allotment land cannot include land which is part of a park, garden, pleasure ground or home farm.

Cllr Holmes was still pursuing some 3 acres of land owned by Cornwall County Council. He also suggested that all the local Estate Agents be contacted.

Mary's Well
Discussion arose acquiring the land adjacent to the well which is in the ownership of Kerrier District Council.  Cllr Holmes was making enquiries into the matter with the Council.

Bus Shelters 

Permission to install 3 bus shelters has been granted for  - Park Bottom,  entrance to Sunnyside Parc and outside 65 Bridge Road.  The Clerk has met at the proposed sites with both CCC and Cormac and it has been agreed that they are suitable.  Cormac will base the foundation work on the size and type of the recent erected shelters. The work will commence after 1st April on the basis that the same type of bus shelters from Bus Shelter UK are used. The grant for one shelter up to £3000 from the Cornwall Council is being sought.
It was proposed Cllr Bentley, seconded Cllr Cadby

Resolved to use the same type and price of bus shelters, so as to match the other 3 previous shelters from Bus Shelter UK.
It was brought to the notice of Council that the buses were stopping in the lay by at Tolvaddon Road.  It was agreed to contact County Highways with a view to provide a bus stop sign in the vicinity.

Cllr Ekinsmyth spoke on the benefit to the Parish of working together with CPIR to promote culture and enterprise of local businesses. He also spoke on the Loyalty Card, a Business Directory and business advice for small businesses, a service of which Matt Powell is specifically employed.
He then reported the promotion the area of Illogan Parish along with Redruth TC, Camborne TC and Carn Brea PC for a marquee at the Royal Cornwall Show, the cost to this Council being £1500.

Members generally felt that the timescale to get the event off the ground was too short, some questioned the sum of £1500 and wondered if what benefit this would be to the Parish.
