There were 12 crimes reported during this period which is broken down below:

· 4 criminal damages

· 2 assaults

· 2 theft of pedal cycles

· 1 theft of garden lighting

· 1 arson offence

· 1 shoplifting offence

· 1 residential burglary

I am happy to report that this is a reduction of 5 crimes from the same period last year

There were 73 calls for police assistance during this period which is a decrease of 4 on the same period last year.

The Illogan Partners and Community Together (PACT) meeting was held at Penwartha Hall on Thursday 21st May where new PACT priorities were agreed for intervention by the police and partner agencies. The new PACT priorities are:

(1) Speeding along Alexandra Road, Basset Street, Trevelyan Road, Broad Lane and Illogan Downs.

(2) Cyclists riding push bikes on the pavement in a dangerous and inconsiderate manner.

(3) Youths engaging in anti social behaviour in Park Bottom.

Pupils from Illogan School will be assisting the police in a School Speedwatch initiative in the village on Wednesday 24th June. The objective of School Speedwatch is to identify drivers exceeding the speed limit and to issue them with education and advice with the assistance of questioning from school pupils. The initiative has been very successful in other local primary schools and it is hoped that it will prove effective in making speeding drivers aware of the dangers of exceeding the speed limit in the village.

Tolvaddon Regeneration Group [TRG] - Correspondence has been 

received to release the funds of £5000 for the Rosemullion 
Gardens project.  TRG formally asks if Illogan Parish 
Council would consider using the £2000 ring fenced for the 
community hall to be reallocated to Rosemullion Gardens.  It is the 
group's opinion that it is very unlikely to use the £2000 towards a 
community hall as it will either be a private enterprise on the 
Energy Park or Section 106 payments from the massive building 
project across the road.  So suggest that the money would be better 
used if reallocated towards the Play Project, as this community 
facility will commence in the autumn and will have a positive 
impact on the residents of Tolvaddon and the surrounding area.

It will be necessary therefore for the individual member to consider whether a personal interest arises and whether that interest is so great as to be

considered prejudicial to his or her ability to make an objective

decision in the public interest.
