PRESENTATION FROM MR MARK JAMES - NETWORK COMMUNTY OFFICER

The CNP would be serviced by Cornwall Council with some funding in place. The Local Delivery Plan would be signed up for. There would be some funding available to all the Community Networks. A question and answer session then followed.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Maningham Woods - Path Flooding
Pictures of the flooding of the paths were shown. It was agreed to write to Cormac for advice on the flooding problem.
The Clerk informed the Council that the Friends of Maningham Woods had won a coveted award for Maningham Wood in this year's Planting Places Awards; this recognises the five top examples of Greenspace across the South West for the input and influence they have in supporting all types of Greenspace. ROADSAFETY BUILDOUT AT PAYNTERS LANE END
A letter was circulated from Matt Mc Taggart CC [portfolio holder for Planning , Transportation & Estates] in reply to this Council's concern over the proposed scheme. It stated that he confirmed that the length of the proposed waiting restrictions have been reduced allowing some on street parking to continue in this area.  That he has had extensive consultations with Cllr Holmes who has assured him that he has local mandate for the scheme.
Cllr Holmes read a prepared statement and asked that it be attached to the minutes. He stated that in the past both parishioners and Paynters Lane End Church had approached him for a safety scheme to be placed outside the hall and that it had been supported by the Parish Council. He also stated that nothing now would halt the scheme, it would go ahead. In his opinion on balance, the advantages outweigh the disadvantages. 
The Chairman asked for evidence of who supported the scheme, to which Cllr Holmes refused to produce any evidence.  The Chairman again demanded that Cllr Holmes produces the evidence, but was refused, Cllr Holmes stating that he had read his prepared statement and that the scheme would go ahead and that he always consults the public.

 Cllr Mayne also demanded that evidence be given in support for the scheme as it seems that the all present were dead against it. It seems that a safety scheme had been agreed by a previous County Surveyor some time ago; that a raised platform should be installed to slow the traffic.  This was the plan that this Council would support, not the scheme that was now to be installed. He also raised the point that this Council had not been consulted on the new alterations.
Cllr Ford stood and was outraged at the comments made by Cllr Holmes against the secretary to the Church.  He then moved next business which was put to the meeting and agreed.

TO RECEIVE THE MOTION' WE CALL FOR AN EXTRAORDINARY MEETING TO RESOLVE A MOTION CALLING FOR A PARISH REFERENDUM TO BE HELD BY ILLOGAN PARISH COUNCIL ON THE QUESTION OF THE ACTION'S PLAN PROPOSALS FOR 2425 HOUSES TO BE BUILT IN THE PARISH


Cllr Holmes spoke on the motion. Cllr Ford also spoke on the subject that he did not support governing by Referendum, but would support a Parish meeting to discuss a Parish Poll. The Chairman & Cllr Ekinsmyth both talked about the inclusion of the Area Action Plan as a subject in the Parish Plan Household Survey that would be delivered to every household in the Parish in April, which in their view would give a more accurate view of the parishioners.

The Clerk explained that there was no need for this motion as there was a procedure to call for such a poll under the local Government Act 1972, Schedule 12 Part III [Parish meetings] and the local Government Act 1972, Schedule 12; the Parish and Community Meetings [Polls] Rules 1987 [SI No 1]. That in the first instance a Parish Meeting was to be called, with a clear 7 days notice of meeting.  It was at the Parish meeting that poll could be demanded. It was not within the remit of the Parish Clerk to call the meeting, however she was given to understand that a Parish meeting was being called by six parishioners. The estimated cost to the Parish could be in the region of £3500 to £5000.
