Illogan Christmas Lights
An update and report was received from the Illogan Christmas Lights Committee asking for the funding of £500 to be released for this year's lights and tree. [Attached to the minutes]

Resolved that the Council in accordance with its powers under Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 can only incurs expenditure, which, in the opinion of the Council, is in the interests of the Parish area or its inhabitants, to release the Illogan Christmas Lights funding of £500

Illogan School
An application to fund 9 go-carts for the School was received.  Discussion arose and questions asked if the School was to contribute to the scheme.  The Clerk explained that at a meeting in July, which was attended by the Chairman and herself, the Headteacher and the Chairman of the Governors had said that Illogan School together with the Parents Association had raised enough funding for the Go Kart track and storage but had insufficient funding for the Go Karts.  It was also promised that the facility would be offered to the youngsters of Illogan out of school time.

The Clerk reported that there would be an anticipated under spend on this years youth budget. Members felt that they would support this application if there was a proviso that the Karts would be used by the Youth Club etc.

It was proposed Cllr Ford, seconded Cllr Holmes and unanimously 
Resolved that the Council in accordance with its powers under Section 137 of the Local Government Act 1972 can only incurs expenditure, which, in the opinion of the Council, is in the interests of the Parish area or its inhabitants to grant aid Illogan School for£3000 from the Youth budget, subject to the use of the Go Karts to the Village Youth.
