The Chairman then made the following comments  for clarification pertaining to the last planning meeting and also to the July Full Council meeting, about the complaint made by a Member concerning ‘Street Naming’.
1. Rules of Debate in committee as per standing orders.

(a) Planning agenda sent to all councillors.

(b) Only members of planning committee can vote, propose a motion or second.

(c) Non members of planning committee can raise a motion, but not propose, second or vote. (Standing Order No: 53)

2. Delegated Powers

(a) The Planning Committee has delegated powers to decide all planning functions also any transportation matters such as street naming.

(b) In the absence of a quorum the a planning application may be decided by the Chairman of Planning, together with the Vice Chairman of Planning and the Chairman of Illogan Parish Council.

3. Policy:

It is the policy of I.P.C. that street naming is decided by the planning committee following a request by the relevant authority (Cornwall Council) guided by the advice of the C.C. street naming protocol which can be studied by appointment with the Clerk.

These policies together with standing orders are under review and the correct time to alter them is when the review is complete or when C.C. decides to delegate its powers.
The Clerk then clarified the situation and read from the CC ‘Street naming guidelines’ the following: Street Naming Procedure

Cornwall Council has a strict procedure for allocating new street names. The developer shall, after consultation with the appropriate Parish, Town or City Council, propose 3 names for each new street that forms part of a new development or access to a development. This will include all pedestrian access routes that are the primary access to properties.
