It is out of keeping with surrounding development and would only encourage other applications of this sort in splitting up other properties.  All trees should be retained. This Council suggests that this application be dealt with at committee as at the pre planning process stage the officer commented 'that the Council would support one dwelling'.  It is the opinion of Illogan PC that a site meeting be held to determine this application.
