PROVISION OF SALT BINS

The Clerk reported that she have made enquiries and taken advice on the matter of supplying and filling the bins. It seems that there are insurance, logistical and health & safety issues to be considered before any decision are made. I have been advised that NALC is issuing a guidance paper on the subject. 

There is also the matter of funding as there is no budget for the project and bearing in mind that the Amenities committee has recommended 9 provisional sites. The smallest bin with salt is costs £168.26 – a total of 9 bins = £1514.34. This does not cover the cost of maintaining or refilling the bins.

Recommendation: that this Council awaits the guidance paper from NALC before any decision is made.
Discussion arose and it was suggested that this committee should prioritise and agree the 3 most dangerous areas Park Bottom and 2 the existing at Bridge Hill. It was also recommended the wish list.
