"Youngsters and their parents worked with Sue Scott, an invertebrate expert from the Cornwall Records Centre (ERCCIS), and members of the Friends of Maningham Wood, to identify the occupants of the "Bug Hotel" that was erected in Maningham Wood last year.  The adults dismantled the construction while the children, using equipment supplied by Cornwall Wildlife Trust's Fox Club, captured the creatures as they emerged.  They then examined them with magnifying glasses and recorded them, before rebuilding the "hotel" and releasing them back into their artificial habitat."  
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
